
In 2009: Reid Saunders Association had 
the privilege of sharing the Good News of 
Jesus Christ in person with over 115,000 
people around the world (in Nicaragua, 
El Salvador, Guatemala, India, Scotland, 
Southern Sudan, Canada, and the United 
States).  Over 13,000 of those men, 
women, and children made decisions to 
receive Christ and live for Him.  The RSA 
medical team treated over 1900 people in 
Guatemala and Southern Sudan.

Central America

tral America to share the Good News in 
Nicaragua, prepare for a coming mission 
trip in Guatemala, and explore possibili-
ties of future ministry in El Salvador.

When the RSA team was seeing the city of 
Imphal they noticed one of many gravel-
crushing sites and asked the driver to pull 
over.  They were able to meet some local 
workers who traveled from Nepal to find 
work in Manipur.  Brett asked the work-
ers if they had ever heard the name Jesus 
Christ; the answer was no!  Brett and the 
others arranged to come back at the end 
of their work day with bread and water 
and the message of Good News.  Later 
that day the men returned to the work-
ers.  Brett gave a one-hour teaching from 
Creation to the Cross and asked the work-
ers if they wanted to receive Jesus Christ 
into their lives.  All 13 workers prayed 
to begin a relationship with the Savior!  
Praise God!

Scotland

In June, an RSA team partnered with 
Highland Festival with Luis Palau to 
bring the Good News to cities throughout 
Scotland.  The team held a festival in the 
seaside town of Mallaig and participated 
in school assemblies and outreach events 
for women, moms and kids, and business-
people throughout Scotland.  

In Mallaig, Reid was able to share the 
Gospel in a high school in the morning 
and invite the students to come to the 
festival that night.

Prompted by the Spirit, Joel came 
and laid his hands on him and prayed for 
Emmanuel!

Golden told him they would give him 
one if he came to the compound the next 
day.  He walked many miles the next day 
to where the team was lodging.  There, 
Deena was honored to give him a Bible
